Awarding of CPC20220 Cert II Construction Pathways in (Pre-apprenticeship) does not allow you to work as a Qualified tradesman (Carpenter/Bricklayer/Painter etc). This course is designed to prepare you for joining the industry as an apprentice. After completing the Certificate II, you will need to find an employer who is prepared to employ you as an apprentice in your chosen trade and enter a contract of training. Then enrol in a Certificate III course. An apprenticeship in this trade typically spans four years of training. Upon successful completion, you earn a certification that qualifies you to work as a skilled tradesperson.
